One of the better parts about cal.vr is the city of Berkeley and the integration
with San Francisco's sf.cal.us.vr, so you can attend some of the best
virtual venture capital events and nightlife spots without having to register for
everything through a Berkeley/SF federated visitor/resident account. But that
sounds too scary to all the conservative parents at Greater China Exchange,
who are afraid that their perfect little angels might actually have some fun for
the first time in their life, going to college in the US.

If you go to a nightclub or shop and find that you can't enter or the entire
building has a giant © in front of it, then it's been blocked on your account.
However, there are workarounds. Many of these places have outdoor seating,
so while you can't order anything, you can still attend with other friends.
